The time set aside for this late in the summer 
term enables students to truly explore the information, opinions and ideas needed to formulate effective speeches, and these are performed 
together in the classroom.  
Students enjoy the challenge and the opportunity to have their ideas and opinions heard, and this is a chance to have this essential skill of 
being effective orators formally accredited.
